FIRST READING Acts 5:29-42
29But Peter and the apostles answered, “We must obey God rather than men. 3*°The God
of our fathers raised Jesus, Whom you killed by hanging Him on a tree. *'God exalted Him
at His right hand as Leader and Savior, to give repentance to Israel and forgiveness of sins.

So they took his advice, “°and when they had called in the
apostles, they beat them and charged them not to speak in the name of Jesus, and let them
go. “'Then they left the presence of the council, rejoicing that they were counted worthy to
suffer dishonor for the name. “And every day, in the temple and from house to house, they
did not cease teaching and preaching Jesus as the Christ.
